The combination of stainless steel and copolymer materials in the port light produces a less-costly, attractive port with the strength of steel, at a fraction of the weight.  The port's bolt-through construction is engineered for a permanent dry-fit as the plates compress a ring of closed-cell, silicon foam, creating a watertight seal.
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Boat Tech China is expected to give a boost to US accessory and equipment manufacturers seeking business in the booming Chinese marine market.  The show also promises new opportunities for American marine investors interested in the advantages of China-

based manufacturing.

Numerous U.S. companies have signed up for the trade show, which is expected to have over 100 exhibitors and an estimated 8,000 visitors.
